KREA Representative – Beth Perkins:
· Fifth graders in New London have tackled some springtime STEM challenges this month.  In March they had to use chenille stems and popsicle sticks to design the tallest possible structure to hold the leprechaun’s pot of gold.  This month, they are designing and building a model spring basket of a prescribed volume.

· In Sixth grade social studies, Cristine McCloskey and Terry Stoneking's classes are finishing up their Neolithic Unit.   

· Classes will be attending a virtual tour and demonstration lab with the DNA Learning Center & Cold Springs Harbor Laboratory (DNLAC).   DNLAC worked closely with the Tyrol Museum of Archaeology in Italy, to create a 3-D version of Otzi the Iceman and his artifacts.  Otzi is the oldest mummy found intact (5,300 yrs old), and his body and artifacts are housed at the museum in Italy. During this virtual tour students will learn about Otzi's microbiome, medical and genetic history, and Otzi's untimely death.   They will see the world's first reconstruction of a complete skeleton from this era, and explore the history of our species using DNA and fossil evidence.  Students will also be watching a virtual lab to examine the pollen found in Otzi's stomach.  

· Seventh grade science fair projects are coming together!  Students will be sharing their projects virtually this year, but they have been researching, experimenting, and creating as they do their projects.

· Michelle Chamberlain, KRMS Health teacher, and Maureen McGinty, library-media specialist, collaborated to design opportunities for 6th grade students to demonstrate what they learned in their substance abuse prevention unit.  Students had several choices of creative outcomes, including movie-making and coding.  One of the coding projects is going to be featured in the upcoming edition of the school newspaper, Kearsarge Voices. 
· High School baking classes are working to get ready for their Easter Cupcake Sale and making decorative sugared eggs. Their summative assessment at the end of this unit will be to participate in a cupcake challenge.  Culinary class is working on Floribbean cuisine and hot and cold plated desserts
